T.1.P. Entry Information Form

In order to participate in a T.I.P. class or be eligible for a T.l.P. award, owners and
riders must obtain a T.I.P. Number at www.tjctip.com. The T.I.P. number card
should be provided to participating horse shows as proof of eligibility. This form
should be used only if required by a horse show and should be submitted by an
exhibitor directly to the horse show. For purposes of eligibility for all T.I.P. classes and
awards, a “Thoroughbred” is defined as any horse that has been registered with The
Jockey Club.

Exhibitors: Please fill out this section, attach a copy of your proof of eligibility and submit
both this form and the copy to the Horse Show with your entry and/or bring the originals to
the horse show for presentation upon request.

The horse’s lip tattoo, the horse’s 5-cross pedigree and the successful tattoo lookup result
from The Jockey Club’s Tattoo Identification Services (located at registry.jockeyclub.com); or
A letter from The Jockey Club acknowledging eligibility for participation in T.I.P. (please email
tictip@jockeyclub.com to obtain).
